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ICD35/2008 – Applying eco design criteria to energy related products
	Proposal
	The European Commission is proposing to extend the procedure for setting eco-design

	criteria to energy related products which are being defined as products that have an effect on energy consumption.  This is being done by widening the scope of directive 2005/32/EC to such products which potentially include:
· windows

· doors

· taps / shower heads

· and possibly detergents and textiles.

It should be noted that eco design criteria will not automatically apply to such products - a study would be commissioned at EU level in order to identify which products could be improved through the application of exiting technology.  Once these have been identified individual legislation will be drawn pertaining to each product category identified in the study.  It is the individual legislation that will mandate requirements for the marketing / importing of products that fall with in the scope of that legislation.

	Background
	Directive 2005/32/EC establishes a framework for the setting of ecodesign 

	requirements for energy-using products.   Studies conducted with in the framework set by this directive have identified about 25 categories of products the energy efficiency of which can be significantly improved through the application of existing technologies.  The products which include lighting equipment and lamps, televisions, refrigerators/freezers, pumps, motors and air conditions have one thing in common  - that all  require energy to work.
Mandatory minimum energy efficiency requirements are being enacted which impose minimum energy efficiency requirements on such energy using equipment.  These requirements called implementing measures will start to come in to force next year.
