	Background
	Directive 1999/36/EC was transposed into Maltese regulations as Legal Notice 331of 2002.  The scope of Directive 1999/36/EC is to ensure a high level of transport safety for transportable equipment while allowing their free movement and use on the European transport market through common norms for their design, construction and subsequent checks.
The revised Directive 1999/36/EC will reflect Directive 2008/68/EC which amends Directives 94/55/EC
 and 96/49/EC
.  Another key objective of the proposal is to align the Transportable Pressure Equipment Directive with the ‘New Legislative Framework.’  The principles of the ‘New Legislative Framework’ are appropriate for the market of transportable pressure equipment and are therefore incorporated in this proposal. 

COM(2009)482 proposes the deletion of reference to the following obsolete Directives from the text of the Transportable Pressure Equipment Directive:

i. 76/767/EEC relating to common provisions for pressure vessels and methods for inspecting them

ii. 84/525EEC relating to seamless, steel gas cylinders

iii. 84/526/EEC relating to seamless, unalloyed aluminium and aluminium alloy gas cylinders
